Mandatory Irrigation Guidelines
To accommodate for drastically increased water use during the
summer, the Roslyn Water District has instituted mandatory guidelines
that residents must follow when irrigating their lawns.

Residents must adhere to Nassau County’s
Odd/Even Lawn Watering Ordinance
Absolutely NO WATERING from 10 am to 4 pm

The Roslyn Water District has designated specific
watering times for residents based on where their
property lies:

Villages of Roslyn, Roslyn Estates and Roslyn
Harbor: 10 pm – midnight
Village of East Hills: midnight – 2 am
Villages of Flower Hill and North Hills and
unincorporated areas of Roslyn Heights,
Greenvale, Albertson, Glenwood Landing and
Port Washington: 8 am – 10 am
Municipal and Commercial Properties: 6 pm – 8
pm
